The Peer Court Program is a real court proceeding with real juvenile cases and is totally run by teens!  A first time juvenile offender goes through Peer Court to avoid being placed on Juvenile Probation. The first case will be heard by three youth judges, and the 2nd case will be heard by a peer jury. The defendant has already taken full responsibility for the offense he or she has committed.   The youth judges in the 1st case will make the sentence determination.    Teen attorneys for the 2nd case will present in front of the peer jury to so that the jury can determine sentence.  A Napa County Superior Court Judge presides and court sessions are held in an actual courtroom.  High School/College students are invited to serve as jurors, bailiffs, clerks, attorneys, youth judges, program members, or to sit in the courtroom and watch the court process in action.
